The Community Foundation of West Kentucky was created by and for the people of the Western 

Kentucky region.  We see ourselves as facilitators, as collaborators and as partners.  The Commu-

nity Foundation is governed by leaders with strong ties to our communities.  We act as the commu-

nity catalyst, bringing diverse groups together to address local needs and foster group giving toward 

those needs. 

Our distributions in 2008 and 2009 have set records, topping $1 million a year including all interfund and agency disbursements.  

Since the inception of the Fund Run for Charities, over $2.2 million has been raised for local charities and their endowments.  Our 

scholarship programming is growing with several fully endowed annual scholarships.  All of our grant-making is directly invested 

back into our community ï to the people and organizations who need them the most. 

As with other endowment based organizations, the recent economic downturn presented some challenges.  Our endowment earnings 

decreased with the drop in the market, but our assets continued to grow and by mid-year those earnings matched or exceeded our 

benchmarks through the work of our Investment Committee and our Investment Managers. 

Despite uncertain economic conditions, we are committed to growing our endowment and are expanding our service area with new 

affiliates.  During difficult times, it is easy for nonprofits to be focused on survival rather than progress; but the resiliency of the non-

profit field is that organizations can continue fulfilling their mission as long as there is community support.  We will always remain 

deeply loyal to our communities and understand that sometimes the greatest impact is made when it is the hardest to give.

History of the Community Foundation of West Kentucky 

Our Story  

Mayor Gerry Montgomery initiated the Community Foundation of West Kentucky in 1996 as the Paducah Area 

Community Foundation. Mayor Montgomery felt that Western Kentucky needed an organization like a community 

foundation to perpetuate charitable giving for decades to come. 

 The first few years were years of formation.  Great care was given to properly structure the organization, to 

recruit the right community leaders and to implement policies and procedures conducive to accomplish the objec-

tives of a viable community foundation.  The first donations to the Paducah Area Community Foundation came from local banking 

institutions and newly recruited board members.  Their visionary gifts allowed the organization to begin operation in late 1998. 

 The Board of Directors decided to change the name from the Paducah Area Community Foundation to the Community Foun-

dation of West Kentucky in the year of 2000 in order to assist the foundation in expanding services throughout the region.  The Com-

munity Foundation continued to grow in assets and number of funds it administered.  In 2001, there were approximately 24 funds 

within the Community Foundation and assets were $730,000 with grants totaling $65,000. 

 In late 2001, the Community Foundation asked Tony Watkins, who was a professional fundraising consultant, to assist them 

and to formulate a strategy for growth.  That growth has come through the dedication and support of the Board of Directors.  In 

eleven years, the Community Foundation of West Kentucky has grown to over 85 funds, four affiliates, and over $14 million in as-

sets.
